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COURSE DESCRIPTION 
 
We live in a world where we are accustomed to communicating via social media and technology. 
God did not design us that way.  We were designed to interact with each other by fellowshipping 
in person.  As a result of this, Evangelism has fallen by the wayside.  This course is a method of 
presenting key Bible truths so that a person can become a believer.  This is a good, thorough way 
to present the fundamental truths of the gospel so that a person making a decision to receive 
Christ will be prayerfully likely to make a genuine decision.

• To introduce the student to a fundamental way of presenting the Gospel.  

• Encourage students not to be afraid to approach someone who may not be a believer 
  
SYLLABUS 
 
1. Romans 6:23 (ESV): For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life 

in Christ Jesus our Lord.” 
 
2.   Ephesians 6:17 tells us to put on the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, 

which is the word of God. 
 
3.  Discuss who man is—a sinner and emphasize that man cannot save himself 
 
4. Teach the student how to approach and ask the person they are witnessing the main two 

questions:   (1) On a scale of one to ten: If you died today, how certain are you that you 
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would go to Heaven? (2) Suppose you did die today and you stood before God and He 
asked, “Why should I let you into Heaven?” What would you say?
